©Recruitment requirements

This program provides continuous graduate education as “Program for Leading

Graduate Schools”. In order to be enrolled in this program, first, the applicants
must have enrolled in one of the following graduate schools at Kyoto University:
Master’s program at the Graduate School of Medicine, Graduate School of Engineering,
or Graduate School of Pharmaceutical Sciences; or for the Doctoral Program in
Medicine of the Graduate School of Medicine or the Doctoral Program in
Pharmaceutical Sciences.

1. Enrollment Capacity

10 students

2. Eligibility Requirements for Applicants

1. Applicants must have enrolled in the master’s course as first year students of one

of the following graduate schools in April 2019: Graduate School of Medicine,
Graduate School of Engineering, or Graduate School of Pharmaceutical Sciences.
In addition, applicants are expected to proceed to the doctoral (PhD) course.

Or applicants must have enrolled as first year students in the Doctoral Program
and they are expected to obtain a PhD degree from the respective graduate
schools.

Applicants must have a background in basic human anatomy equivalent to the
“Human Anatomy” course of the LIMS program before enrolling in the above
Graduate Schools.

3. Application Procedures

Application period

From Wednesday, May 15 until 5:00 pm on Tuesday, May 21, 2019.

How to submit application documents

Documents must be enclosed in the envelope (size : 240mm x 332mm) and sent
by registered express mail or submitted in person to the Research and
Educational Unit of Leaders for Integrated Medical System (LIMS) Office.

(3) A letter of recommendation from a supervisor (or a reference person)

(TOEFL [iBT/ITP] / TOEIC/IELTS)

If the original documents of the official score results or certificates have already
been submitted to the offices of graduate schools of Kyoto University, or if the
applicant has passed the English examination of the graduate schools, those
results can be provided. Please contact LIMS office.

(6) Official transcript from the University or Graduate Schools attended (including
equivalent subjects of “Human Anatomy”)

(7) Examination admission ticket and Photograph card*
(photograph must be affixed at the designated location)

4. Selection Method, Schedules

Successful applicants will be selected through a comprehensive evaluation
based on the results of the English common examination (the submitted score will
be converted using a conversion table) and the application form, together with
letters of recommendation and the contents of the submitted research plans. AO
examination will be conducted if necessary.

*In case applicants need to have an AO examination, it will be announced via email
by Tuesday, 28 May, 2019. AO examination will be conducted by Friday, 7 June,
2019.

5. Announcement of Successful Applicants

Successful applicants for this program will be announced at the end of June, 2019
(estimated). The results will be sent to applicants individually.
Successful applicants are officially regarded as a student who started taking the course
of the Training Program of Leaders for Integrated Medical System for Fruitful Healthy-
Longevity Society from July 2019. For more information about the program, please
refer to Course Guideline.



6. Financial Support System

Students who request financial aid will be asked to submit an essay, and one
student per grade will be selected after evaluation.

7. Personal Information Handling
